Mineral Resources Management

• Harmonize the region’s development priorities:
- Timber Corridor of the Country
- New Mining Capital
- Home to six (6) Key Biodiversity Areas within the Eastern 

Mindanao Biodiversity Corridor (EMBC) and Indigenous Peoples 
- Suitable soil and climate for agricultural development

• Strengthening the region’s resiliency against the 
impacts of natural hazards ensuring the integrity of 
the environment
- Four (4) of its provinces are in the top 20 provinces most 

vulnerable to natural hazards

• Need to address environmental, social, economic and 
governance issues confronting the mining industry
